Course Description:


Advanced Human Anatomy and Physiology is the study of the structure and function of the human body with an emphasis on how each system plays a vital role in homeostasis.  It is designed to familiarize students with process and laboratory safety skills and is lab oriented.  Each of the major body systems will be covered in detail as well as their relevance in the maintenance of the human body as a unit.


The course is designed to prepare students for college courses and technical course in the medical or health fields, as well as those students simply interested in the anatomy and physiology of the human body. Students taking this course should be progressing towards a degree in the health sciences, biological sciences, or a nursing field. The course is a strenuous survey of human anatomy that parallels anatomical characteristics of other animals.   The course focuses on anatomical terminology, anatomical identification, and physiological processes of human body systems. 

             Students enrolled in this course should realize that this course requires an extensive amount of time, effort, reading, and memorization.  Successful completion of this class requires dedication and commitment from the student.
Required Materials: 
· COLORED PENCILS AND sharpener/CRAYONS (No Markers!!) *
· Mandatory LATEX OR HYPOALERGENIC GLOVES (large box) for dissection *
· 1 BOX MAP COLORS OR COLORED MARKERS (8 TO 24 PACK)

Class Activities and Lab Safety:


Students will be responsible for keeping an organized notebook, participating in class activities, participating in labs and dissections, completing homework and class work assignments, projects, quizzes, research, and reports.  
If you have an issue with dissecting animals, then you should see your counselor about taking another science class. Students will complete a lab safety test, and both parents and students must sign a lab safety form that I will keep on file. Students are expected to follow all safety rules and teacher instructions. The science department requires that you pass a lab safety exam with 90% mastery.  You may not participate in any labs conducted until this is accomplished.  
THERE IS ZERO TOLERANCE FOR INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIOR IN THE LAB!!!!!  
Any misbehavior in the lab results in immediate removal from the lab environment, a zero on all work for the 
day, and a negative call to the parent.  Depending on the nature of the behavior, a discipline referral may result.
