Course Description 
This year you will be studying American Literature with a focus on the American Dream. 
Grading Policy 
This course uses Skyward. Grade setup is: 60% major assessment and 40% daily work.

Expectations
The student will participate daily in all required coursework and remote lesson during normal school hours. The student will participate in all tutoring.
